Previously, Rev. Green served as pastor of Heard AME Church (Roselle, NJ),
Metropolitan AME Church (Harlem, NY) and St. Luke AME Church (Harlem, NY),
fostering both spiritual and fiscal growth through prophetic preaching, passionate
worship, and community outreach.

Rev. Green is happily married to his partner in life, love and liberation, Lady Braea
Tilford Green, founder of Grow Lead Inspire, a movement dedicated to empowering
women and girls. He holds a Bachelor of Arts in Religion from Morehouse College, a
Master of Divinity from The University of Chicago, and a Master of Sacred Theology

from Union Theological Seminary in the City of New York.
